The best example 

of this is its use as a cost-efficient and eco-friendly alternative to GRP. The flexible 

spray technology fulfils the highest requirements in terms of production flexibility, 

reproducible component quality and an efficient use of materials. 

 

What is decisive for the manual processing is a new 3-component spray mixhead with 

individually connectable glass fibre feed. Apart from the targeted reinforcement with cut 

glass fibre, the mixhead also enables the direct insertion of different PU foam layers 

(sandwich structure).
